Maggie is our Guest Editor and we agreed on the following timeline, which now requires your feedback before we confirm this timeline and forward to Avi:

SSR PROPOSED PUBLICATION TIME LINE: 

September 30, 2010 – Maggie has confirmed authors; provided specs to authors 

November 15, 2010 -- Maggie receives articles from authors; begins initial editing for content; communicates with authors and requests revisions (if

necessary) to be completed by December 15, 2010 

December 15, 2010 – Maggie e-mails articles to Emily; Emily gets articles to reviewers; Emily communicates with column editors and reviews Special Interest articles 

January 30, 2011 – reviewers return feedback to Emily; Emily communicates with Maggie about necessary revisions; Maggie either edits herself or communicates with author(s) to make necessary revisions; Maggie and Emily communicate about cover and journal image(s); Maggie requests mailing addresses, headshot, and brief bio statements from each author 

March 1, 2011 - Emily receives all final copy, including images, bios, and advertisements; Emily does final edit (for style, spelling, etc.), lays out issue; formats in InDesign; communicates with Special Interest authors about inclusion (based on space) in issue

April 15, 2011 – Emily gets book to printer; creates pdf files to Julie for web- posting; Julie formats into Acrobat Pro Reader for Table of Content access to individual articles; Emily sends mailing list of authors/editors to Julie 

April 15 - May 15, 2011 - Printer reviews, identifies edits/issues; sends galleys to Emily; Emily returns galleys via U.S. mail to printer; prints books; mails books to Julie

May 15-July 15, 2011 -- Julie mails books to members, subscribers, authors, editors; Julie sends e-blast to members to let them know issue is available in password protected area of CCSS.org; Emily provides teasers to Julie & Julie posts on homepage
